We are a group A member of the United States
Olympic Committee (USOC). In addition, we are the only gymnastics organization in.
the United States that is officially recognized by the International Gymnastics
Federation (FIG). The USGF ranks gymnastics in the United States for and pursuant to -
its ranking system, qualifies and selects the US gymnastics team to participate in the -
Olympic Games once every four years and, additionally, the World Championships
competition, carried out by the FIG. The USGF also sets the rules and standards, and
official competitive gymnastics events in the United States are held under our-auspices.
Accordingly, the USGF is the appropriate body to furnish an adwsory opinion regarding
the credentials of a gymnastics individual. _

Mr. Hristov is a well known coach and former gymnast from Bulgaria. He holds a
degree from the Bulgarian National Academy of Sports and Physical Education at
Georgy Dimitrov University as well as earning his Master of Sport. He has a history of
producing elite gymnasts on the World and Olymipic level. Currently, he has been
applying his knowledge at Tumbling Tops Gymnastics, Inc. in San Marcos, Texas.

The decline of the collegiate gymnastics program in the United States has resulted in a
decline of teachers and coaches of gymnastics. While the USGF is currently werking
diligently to develop USA coaches with the type of expertise Mr. Hristov possesses, we
are still several years from this goal.
